Then he tells us how to start, how to prepare the soil, how to choose plants and how to plant the
plants.He includes an excellent list of 74 hardy, common, standard stock perennials that he has used in his native
Minnesota, Wisconsin, lowa area, meaning zones 3 - 5 in the upper Midwest.
