Then there is a page with a brief history of 1znik pottery and a beautiful description by the artist
framed with pretty motifs.| hope that the spirit of 1znik is present here despite some inevitable modifications.

Whether you color it your own way or the traditional way using blues and
reds only | hope the time you spend on it will be pleasurable and rewarding.lt is obvious that the artist loves the
subject matter and the book has been carefully thought out and put together (It is obviously the work of a professional
artist rather than an enthusiastic amateur; this is someone who knows how to combine both digital and traditional ways
of creating art and doesit well). She even has a thank you code enabling you to purchase a digital copy at 80%
discount so you can download and colour as many times as you like if you wish to do so.The designs are indeed
intricate and some are really challenging. The good thing isthat theillustrations are clearly drawn and printed crisp
and clean which is so important especially in designs like these. These are definitely ones for your fine-liners and if
you choose pencils you will need a good pencil sharpener handy. Thisisabook that will require patience and
precision. Good eyesight, motor control and lighting are essential for this one. If you have these most of the designs
although intricate are doable. | chose one with probably a medium complexity and as there were some teeny-tiny
details | thought | might feel a bit frustrated, and | didnt. | found it soothing and therapeutic and for someone who is
not afan of colouring patterns or mandalas, | really and honestly enjoyed it.There are some very intricate ones but
none of the details are too small to get your fine-liner or pencil point in, unlike another book | recently reviewed where
there wasnt enough space to make a small dot. Thiswould be alovely book for mandala fans who love the repetition
and find it soothing to colour, the difference here are the variety of different shapes although there afew mandalas.
There are only two designs in the book | wouldnt attempt myself as Im prone to headaches and they were making my
eyes go funny just looking at them briefly. One was a mandala made up just of pomegranates, each getting smaller and
smaller towards the centre, athough | imagine it would look lovely coloured. Maybe if | placed a piece of paper over
it and just moved it down gradually it might help.The designs are also a good size theyre just big enough to make a
lovely design without it starting to feel repetitive and boring. | think thisiswhy | enjoyed it.

Fine liners and gel pens would be my
recommendation as far as mediums go but sharp colored pencils and fine tip markers would work well too. None of
the images run into the seams so there will be no squeezing into the seams to color. | really enjoy this book and | like
that one page could be completed in one sitting.
